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“PerSpeCUVES” - Pastor Diana

Until about seven or eight years ago I used
a paper date-book to keep track of my
appointments and addresses, my to-do list, and
my reminder notes to myself. Then I made the
move to the 21st century and got a Palm Pilot
(interesting name—a pilot and guide right in the
palm of your hand!). One of the features of this
little device was that with a small connecting
cord I could sync it with my computer so I
always had back up in case the device failed or I
lost or broke it.

In January 2008 I discovered that the
device would no longer sync with the computer.
So for the last fifteen months I had been relying
on a device with no back up. As the device aged
that felt more and more risky.

A friend and colleague who had an
experience similar with her Palm told me about
a new device she had gotten and I checked into
it. It has lots of other bells and whistles which
make the device fun as well as useful (a toy
even!) but the main deal is that I can now back
up my data. I don't have to worry about losing
it all if the device crashes or is broken or lost.

I couldn't help but think how like life this
episode with these devices is. Like having a
Palm Pilot or other device that not only records
information but provides a back up system, you
and I need a back up system for dealing with all
the information and experiences that life
records in our heart, mind, and soul.

The same reminders show up on the computer
back up. The Holy Spirit is ever-present to
prompt us to be and do what we are called to do
as disciples of Jesus.

Jesus Christ is our backup. Without him
we are out-of-sync with life and with God. He is
our connection with God. But like my little
hand-held devices in order to have that back up
we need to be connected to the backup system.
We need to frequently plug in and connect with
Jesus through prayer, reading the Bible and
other spiritual reading, corporate worship,
solitude, being silent in his presence, fasting
from the things that get in the way of our
relationship with God, and talking with others
who are connecting with God.

My devices are held in the palm of my
hand. Jesus holds us in the palm of his hand.
We don't have to go through life without backup
and risk losing everything. Connect daily, even
hourly with Jesus and you will have all the
backup you need.

"The Law of Heartful Humility

Putting others first makes an impact
that will last.

Excellent stewards consistently choose to
put others first, just as Jesus did. They live by
the Law of Heartful Humility, disciplining
themselves to think outwardly instead of
inwardly. Even though they may be remarkable
individuals with exceptional skills, they choose
not to blow their own horns. Willingly and
lovingly, they humble themselves.

The perfect example of heartful humility is,
of course, the Lord Jesus Christ, who though he
was rich, yet for our sake became poor, so that
we through his poverty might become rich. The
person who lives by this Law of Heartful
Humility is practicing the principle of Christ-
likeness: "Your attitude should be the same
as that of Christ Jesus: Who, being in very
nature God, did not consider equality with
God something to be grasped, but made
himself nothing, taking the very nature of a
servant, being made in human likeness. And
being found in appearance as a man, he
humbled himself and became obedient to
death—even death on a cross.

As stewards devoted to Jesus Christ, we
must -
See an elevated purpose,
not an elevated position.
Be willing to give, and to give up,
in order that God’s will be accomplished.
