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    One of my most vivid memories of Vacation Bible 
School is the year that another high school student 
and I were given the charge of teaching the 
kindergarten class.  VBS in those days was an all 
day experience for one week.  Why do I remember 
that particular year? 
 
     We had about a dozen little five-year-olds, 
including two little boys, Gary and Kevin, who 
instantly became buddies and who were endless in 
their creativity in teaching these two novice teachers 
a few things.  Kathy and I had to be constantly on 
our toes.  They were always up to something--and 
they were quick.  I don’t know how we could have 
been so focused on the other children and what we 
were doing that we didn’t see it coming, but 
somehow we didn’t, and quick as lightning Kevin 
climbed up the wall and out the window, and Gary 
was right behind him.  Of course, I couldn’t get up 
and out that window so I had to go out an entrance 
door at the other end of Fellowship Hall in order to 
chase after them.  I caught them running across the 
church lawn before they made “their escape.” 
 
     That was my most vivid, but not my most 
memorable experience.  My most memorable 
experience of VBS is not one experience but many 
over many years—experiences of the fun of learning 
new songs, doing crafts and proudly taking them 
home, memorizing Bible verses and hearing Bible 
stories, praying, learning about Jesus’ love for me, 
playing games, getting to see and be with other kids. 
Over the years of being part of VBS I came to know 
Jesus as my Savior and friend, and at age eleven 
professed my faith to my congregation and invited 
Christ into my life.

(Adapted from The 33 Laws of Stewardship: Principles for a Life 

of True Fulfillment by Dave Sutherland and Kirk Nowery, 
Chapter 30) 

 
� 1��(�������'�&!������������'�&G���(�

�
 According to the Law of Sowing and Reaping, 
whatever is sown always determines what is reaped.  
If you sow corn, you’ll harvest corn, not wheat or 
beans or rice.  It is impossible to harvest something 
different from what one has sown. 
 
 The corollary to the Law of Sowing and Reaping is 
the Law of Absolute Harvest.  “Remember this: 
whoever sows sparingly will also reap sparingly, and 
whoever sows generously will also reap generously” 
(2 Corinthians 9:6).  Long before Jesus’ time King 
Solomon wrote, “A generous man will prosper; he 
who refreshes others will himself be refreshed” 
(Proverbs 11:25). 
 
 In daily stewardship this means constantly 
choosing to be generous, giving of ourselves and our 
resources without regard for the cost.  The effective 
steward is a fruitful steward bountiful in the fruit of 
the Spirit: love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, 
goodness, faithfulness, gentleness, and self-control.  
The power that produces this fruit is spiritual power, 
the power of Christ dwelling in us. 
�
 God gives us a supply of “seed” to be planted for 
his purposes.  Whatever he supplies to you and me, 
we are called to sow it generously and wisely.  The 
spiritual harvest will come.  It is a well-defined, well-
ordered process that is in God’s hands, not our own.  
We till the ground, we sow the seed, we cultivate the 
plants, but God gives the increase.  He alone is Lord 
of the Harvest.

     Children need the Lord.  They need to know 
Jesus is someone they can count on, someone who 
loves them beyond measure.  How will they know if 
they don’t hear?  Who will tell them?  There are 
growing numbers of children with no church 
experience. 
 
     It’s not just up to the parents or grandparents of 
children to expose them to Jesus and encourage faith 
in him.  We are all responsible for the care of their 
souls and the passing on of the Christian faith.
