Worship and Sunaay School Schedule Changes

e Worship at 8:30 a.m.
e Sunday School at 9:45 a.m. (Beginning Sept. 13)
e Worship at 11:00 a.m. (Beginning Sept. 13)

Some persons have expressed concern about the change a
year ago from 10:20 to 11:00 a.m. for the second Sunday
worship time, feeling that it is “too late”. We want those
concerned to know that these concerns have been heard
and addressed.

The matter has been discussed at some length in three
different meetings (meetings of the Worship Committee,
Worship and Christian Education Committees jointly, and
Administrative Council on two occasions). Several
different scenarios and possibilities were detailed with the
pros and cons of each determined. Records of attendance
for the past year and a half were examined. After looking
at the relevant data and possibilities, there was strong
consensus in favor of keeping worship times established
last year. The rationale for keeping starting times at 8:30
and 11:00 during the school year and 8:30 and 10:20
during summer months includes several aspects:

e Response to the 8:30 worship time has been very
positive.

e The 11:00 time holds the best promise of our being
able to experience Pastor Rhoda's pastoral leader-
ship and on-site presence both for worship and
Sunday School.

e Children do not have to leave worship before it is
over in order to get to Sunday School.

e Teachers attending first service do not have to leave
early in order to be in the classroom and ready for
students.

e Adults wanting to attend Sunday School are able to
go, and still choose between either of the two worship
services without missing any.

The bottom line is that there is no ideal solution to this
schedule issue. We wish there were. We pray that we will
put Christ first and before our own convenience.

The consensus is that these established times are in the
best interests of the church's mission and that it is
important that we all be willing to lay aside our own
preferences if it means we can better further God's
purposes.

New Music and Movement Class for Young Children

“Is today Music Day?” Young children around the
world are asking that very question every day. Young
children can't wait to sing, move, explore, play, express,
create and simply experience the incredible power of
music. Pastor Rhoda, with more than 18 years
experience in teaching music and movement classes for
young children, has designed a new Christian-based
music and movement class for children 18 months
through 3 years old and their parents or caregivers. The
class (“Music Time”) is specifically designed to nurture
young children in the Christian faith while simul-
taneously fostering musical, physical, emotional, social
and cognitive growth. Through singing, dancing, moving
creatively, and playing simple rhythm instruments,
children will develop language skills and musical skills
of singing, listening, and rhythm in an age-appropriate
manner. The fall semester of Music Time begins Monday,
September 21 and continues through December 14.
Families may choose a morning session (9:30 — 10 AM)
or afternoon session (6 — 6:30 PM). The classes will be
held upstairs in the Pre-School Sunday School class-
room. Registration is required. Class size is limited to
12 children.

Stewardship Insight

"The Law of Single-minded Service"

(Adapted from The 33 Laws of Stewardship: Principles for a Life of True
Fulfillment by Dave Sutherland and Kirk Nowery, Chapter 31 )

"No servant can serve two masters. Either he will
hate the one and love the other, or he will be
devoted to the one and despise the other. You
cannot serve both God and money.” - Luke 16:13

In Jesus' teaching, the term "money"” has a very broad
meaning. In includes actual money, but it also includes
everything to which we can become attached in this
material world—all the things money can buy.

When we use the term "single-minded" it is obvious
we mean having a single focus, a single interest, a
single purpose. It implies exclusivity of devotion, a
wholehearted commitment to God above all other
commitments.

Single-minded service requires self-denial, the
setting aside of personal wants, and taking up our cross
and following Jesus. Single-minded service requires
sacrifice, the giving up of personal ambitions, if need
be, for the sake of Christ. As Paul writes in 2
Corinthians 5:15, "And he [Christ] died for all, that those
who live should no longer live for themselves but for him
who died for them and was raised again.” Single-
minded service requires perseverance, sticking to
priorities and not giving up.

How easily we become distracted by other interests
and how readily we are drawn away by problems and
concerns! Whenever that happens we get a divided
mind, fragmented in multiple directions. Constant
spiritual disciplines of meditating daily on God's word,
yielding to God's will, not conforming to the pattern of
this world, and doing the work of God help us stay of
one mind. When we keep in mind the work of God and
the fulfillment of his purposes in us all work is sacred if
it is done with a heart focused on eternity.

People want the best for their churches. We want the
best for Clear Lake UMC. We long to fulfill the church’s
mission of making disciples, and we know that the local
church is the primary means by which God forms
people into the Body of Christ and sends them out into
the world to serve in God’s name and love.

In September the sermons will focus on ways churches
can become more vital congregations and more effective
in ministry. The series will be based on Bishop Robert
Schnase’s book Five Practices of Fruitful Congregations.
The five practices are Radical Hospitality, Passionate
Worship, Intentional Faith Development, Risk-
Taking Mission and Service, and Extravagant
Generosity.

As Bishop Schnase writes, "Vibrant, fruitful growing
congregations don’t stop at practicing friendly
hospitality, helpful service and mission, or prudent
generosity. Their practices are extraordinary,
exceptional, thorough, and extreme; they are radical,
passionate, intentional, risk-taking, and extravagant.”

“People of all ages hunger for congregations that
embrace these qualities, churches that receive them
graciously and invite them in, that connect them to God
through authentic worship, that deepen their faith, and
that stretch them so as to make a difference in the lives
of others through service and generosity.”

Effective congregations change, improve, learn, and
adapt to fulfill their mission. Schnase's words invite us
to ask ourselves questions about our own basic culture,
organization, and practices, and what changes we are
making, how we are improving, learning, and
