     The Bible tells the story of God and God’s people.  
In the Old Testament we read about God’s deliverance 
from slavery of the Hebrew people in the great Exodus.  
We read that they were God’s chosen people, chosen not 
for privilege… but chosen to be entrusted with all that 
is most important to God.  Through a series of 
covenants the message of God’s love and mercy and 
desire for relationship became the framework and guide 
for their lives. They were to be a light to the Gentiles.  
They were stewards entrusted with God’s will and ways, 
God’s love and mercy. 
 

     The Jewish people lost sight of the meaning of their 
chosen-ness.  They began to think that everything they 
had they were entitled to.  They lost their connection to 
God and the connection between what they had and 
God’s intentions for it.  The story takes some tragic 
turns, none greater than the fall of God’s people to a 
powerful neighboring empire and their Exile into 
Babylonia for seventy years before returning to their 
homeland.   
 

     Jeremiah the prophet lived through these tragic 
times.  He had seen catastrophe coming and had 
warned the people but to no avail.  He suffered through 
it all with his people and wept for them and for God.  
His anguished cries are recorded in the Book of 
Lamentations.  Even as he laments, he writes of hope in 
God and God’s never-ending mercies and love.   
 

     The church of Jesus Christ consists of people 
chosen by God to go and bear fruit—fruit that will last.  
This month during our fall stewardship emphasis, come 
and explore with me our connection to God and his 
intentions for us.  What do Jeremiah’s lamentations 
have to do with us and what is their connection to 
stewardship?  Come explore together what it means to 
be entrusted with all that is dear to God, to repent of 
our failures, and to experience his love and mercy.

Stewards must be more 
people-oriented than goal-oriented.  The more open 
you are, the more blessed you will be and the more 
his grace will flow out to the world around you.  And 
no matter how much you pass on, there will always 
be more available.
