Not often, but I’ve seen her there before, peering in
the east window of my study at home, her head turning
from side to side, cocked this way and that, looking
puzzled and trying to see in. The brown tuft on top of
her head, her brown back, her reddish underside and
tail feathers, and her red beak tell me that this visitor
on my window sill, who seems so curious about where |
spend so much time, is a female cardinal. Because |
like cardinals, I've always paused to watch her, sitting
on my window sill, looking in and watching me. It has
always amazed me that she would come so close.

This week, however, my little cardinal friend behaved
in a way that | found disturbing. She began to fly
against the window and beat against it. Again and again
she flew into the window, only to be smacked by the
unrelenting glass of the window pane. | wondered,
“What does she see here that makes her want so much
to get in? What makes her keep trying, even though
she gets beat up?” When she finally quit, | got up to
see if | could see her. Right outside my window not
two feet away in a bush, there she sat, still looking at
the window. Later while | was still working, | heard a
scratching noise on the other side of me and looked to
see what it was—there was the little cardinal stretching
her neck and peering in again from the north window.

This image of the cardinal trying to get into the house
started me thinking about people outside the church.
Sometimes people outside the church come close from
time to time, look in from the outside, watch us, and
even want inside. Oh, they may make it to the door, or
even through the door, but still it is clear to them that
they haven’t “made it inside.”

They are still on the outside, looking in. At times they
may even be willing to bump into unrelenting obstacles
in their desire to get inside the church, but try as they
will they don’t know how to find their way in.

Maybe they’ve been frustrated and hurt by churches in
the past. Sometimes we lose sight of them and may
look to see where they have gone but do nothing to
bring them in.

In the case of the cardinal, after | looked at her a while
and enjoyed her, | went back to my work at the
computer. Of course, | didn’t really want her in my
house. | just enjoyed having her around from time to
time and watching her look in. | wonder if that isn’t
how we sometimes are in the church. Do we really
want those on the outside to find their way inside? Or
are we content to go about our work? If we are honest,
the answer is probably both.

Let us become people of radical hospitality! If people
are out there getting beat up, trying to find their way
inside, trying to truly belong, (and we know there are
such people) let us be people who remove all the
obstacles we can and show them the way around the
ones we can’t. Let us say in everything we do and
everywhere we go, “Come inside. You belong with us.”

Stewardship Insight

“The Law of Loving Compliance”

Pure obedience prompted by pure love produces
pure stewardship.

Why did Jesus come? There are several answers, all
correct.
e To live a perfect life as our example
e To suffer and die as our sacrifice in our place
e To conquer death as our resurrected redeemer

However, the overarching reason is this:
e To do the Father’s will

Doing the Father’s will included all the other things.

For us, this has a direct connection to our
stewardship. Just as Jesus’ purpose was to do the
Father’s will, so is ours. His saving work is done, but
our serving work continues.

To be lovingly compliant is to do the will of God
because you love him and you want to obey him
explicitly. There’s not an ounce of coercion
involved. It’s pure obedience prompted by pure love
which produces pure stewardship.
