PALM SUNDAY 
March 28, 2010   

 
Our Sunday School children are all encouraged to 
participate in the “procession of palms” at the 11:00 AM service.

In February the questions about when winter will end seems to revolve 
around a groundhog and his shadow.  In March the weather questions have 
to do with a lion and a lamb.  Will March come in like a lion and go out like 
a lamb, or will it be the other way around?  The questions all seem to relate 
to the longing for spring and the end of winter. Again this year most of us 
have been ready for winter to be over for a long time already.  It’s easy to talk 
about the weather.  We can’t control it, but we can chat about it and its 
affects on our daily lives.   
 

The Bible talks about lions and lambs, but in a more significant way.   
 

The Bible speaks of Jesus as both the lion and the lamb, the Lion of  
Judah, the one who would rule over the Kingdom of God (Revelation 5:5), 
and the Passover Lamb that was slain for the sins of the world (1 
Corinthians 5:7; Revelation 5:12).   
 

The lion and the lamb are images that seem to represent opposites, the 
lion a king and ruler, a strong and mighty power, a leader, and the lamb, a 
gentle, sweet creature, weak and vulnerable, a follower in need of a leader.  
In his children’s story The Lion, the Witch, and the Wardrobe C.S. Lewis 
created a perfect combination of lion and lamb in the character of Aslan, the 
lion, the good ruler of the Kingdom of Narnia, but the one who was sacrificed 
and died and rose to life again to set the kingdom creatures free from the 
power of the evil witch.  Aslan, the lion was also “Aslan the lamb” who died 
for them all.   
 

As we continue to journey through Lent, contemplating the events that 
led to Jesus’ death for us, it is good to remember that Jesus the sacrificial 
lamb is also Christ the reigning king over all.  The lamb who died is the lion 
who reigns.  Of his kingdom there shall be no end.   
 

I had a professor once who said he could only talk about the weather for 
about five minutes and then he had to get on to something significant—
Jesus.  Maybe instead of talking so much about the weather (We’ll never 
really tire of talking about it.), we can all talk more about the lion/lamb, 
Jesus Christ, who is in control of all things—even the weather—and how we 
can know and love him more, how he affects our lives, and how we can 
change our world by living out his love in ways that reveal him to a world 
that is longing for an end to the spiritual and emotional winters of their lives 
and a resting in the arms of one who brings spring and new life.
